
PROGRAMMING CHANGES FOR QUARTER ONE 

Welcome a new program on Saturday mornings, THE CHILDREN’S HOUR, airing at 8 AM between Zucchini Brothers and Big 
Picture Science. A great addition to a Saturday morning block for the younger radio listeners in our community. 
Jazz lovers can now catch a rebroadcast of Jazz Over Sandpoint on Tuesday nights at 9, if you missed the 8 PM Sunday broadcast (or 
just want to hear that great stuff again!) 
Le Show with Harry Shearer has moved to 8PM Wednesday evenings, following the Hump Day Cafe. A humorous take on the events 
of the week, from a modern comedy legend. With tasteful musical selections to boot.  
The Sunday lineup now includes a rebroadcast of The Mop Tops and the King (in place of the KRFY Beatles Mix) at 2 PM. At 5 PM 
most weeks, KRFY’s classical music mix will play, leading in to Classics and Beyond. On the fourth Sunday of each month, these 
programs will be preempted for 4th Sunday Showtime, live from the tiki room with Don Childress.  

PROGRAM DESCRIPTIONS 

4th SUNDAY SHOWTIME – This once a month show, hosted Don Childress, features the best of Broadway showtunes with commentary.

BIONEERS - A look at current environmental issues. 
BOOKWAVES - Produced in Berkeley, California, this half-hour program is about books and their authors. 
BUILDING BRIDGES - Radio from the grassroots, a weekly news magazine from community stations across the country. 
CATCHIN’ A WAVE – Host Jammin’ James Riley brings a beachy selection of classic surfing music. 
**NEW** THE CHILDREN’S HOUR - Produced by adults in collaboration with the “Kids Crew”, featuring young musicians, storytellers, 
scientific experts of all ages, and plenty of jokes. 
CLASSICS & BEYOND – Host Jake Longwell offers a fresh new look at classical music from early to the latest classical compositions.  
CP at 3 -  High School Cedar Post and student host Will Clark presents content and music geared to high school age listeners. 
THE DEAD OF NIGHT – Host Susan Balter-Reitz brings her own take on the incomparable Grateful Dead with music and commentary.   
DEMOCRACY NOW! – Weekday morning news with Amy Goodman.  
EASY ON A WEDNESDAY MORNING – Ease into the new day with music to lighten the spirit - with host Bernie Moser. 
ECONOMIC UPDATE - A weekly show about personal and global economy. 
EXPLORATION - Physics Professor Michio Kaku with comprehensive up-to-date science news about the rapidly changing world of science.  
FOLK SHOW – Host Jim Healey showcases the Folk Era with the best of classic folk music with historic commentary. 
FOOTLIGHT PARADE - Host Bill Rudman’s weekly program showcasing the best of Broadway and Hollywood. 
GOSPEL MUSIC MIX WITH DR. JULIE – Host Doctor Julie brings moving and inspiring gospel music each Sunday morning. 
GRATEFUL DEAD HOUR - Sit back, relax, and enjoy an hour of Dead music from David Gans’ extensive catalog. David is one of the nation’s 
leading authorities on the Dead and has authored several publications on the band. 
HARRIETTE PINK ON THE MORNING AFTER - Host Ricci Witte brings a smooth blend of cultured classics and familiar favorites.  
HUMP DAY CAFÉ – Host Velma Queen of Fun brings an extensive mix of blues, jazz, rock and whatever suits her to KRFY to entertain in the 
middle of the week.   
JAZZ OVER SANDPOINT – Big band to bebop, Latin to cool, great artists performing the best of classic jazz. Hosted by John Rohyans.    
JAZZ SCENE – Host Jake Longwell offers listeners an eclectic mix of contemporary and traditional jazz, ,new-age, fusion, and world music. 
JERRY UN-DEAD - Chill out with Jerry Garcia as he strays from the Dead to play bluegrass, reggae, and blues with other musicians. 
JUKE IN THE BACK - Between 1946 and 1954, rhythm and blues laid the tracks for what was to become “rock and roll.” Matt the Cat will share 
the records that you couldn’t hear on the jukebox in the front of the establishment.

MOP TOPS AND THE KING – An independent, one hour show featuring the music of The Beatles & Elvis Presley with some fun surprises.   
MORNING SHOW on KRFY:  Local and Live - news and views to inspire and inform - on Tuesday and Thursday. 
SONGS-VOICES-POEMS -   Songwriter Jackie Henrion shares her perspectives while playing songs, poetry, writing tips and community writings 
submitted to the Facebook group, "Songs-Voices-Poems" 
SPROUTS - A weekly half-hour program that features radio productions from community radio stations and local media groups across the country.   
SOUNDS FROM THE GLOBAL VILLAGE - Host Jake Longwell brings traditional, folkloric, and contemporary music, includes scratchy field 
recordings from the early twentieth century to the latest fusion of music and culture from around the world. 
TALK NATION RADIO - Progressive news and analysis.  
TREATMENT - In Hollywood, a “treatment” is a concise overview of a screenplay. Film critic Elvis Mitchell turns the tables and gives the 
“treatment” to some of the most influential and innovative forces creating movies, art, and entertainment. 
WINGS - News program from WINGS: Women’s International News Gathering Service.
